SECRETARY’S REPORT

President Jose Martinez called the meeting to order at 1:08 P.M. Eight members were present.

First, the Chapter listened to Presidential Release #383, a convention edition.


President Martinez reminded members that there would be an affiliate bus to the national convention which will leave San Antonio at 6:00 P.M. on Friday, July 2, and return the afternoon of Friday, July 9. Four members present will be taking the bus, and Cindy Garcia is also planning on taking the bus, which makes five members in all.

Mary Donahue reported about her third-place winning in the Expert Category of the Adult 2009-2010 Braille Readers Are Leaders contest.


Members paid for Chapter T-shirts. Funds left over will go into the Chapter treasury. The design is a picture of the River Walk with an arch, a bald eagle, a hand holding a white cane, and another hand holding a magnifying glass.
